1. New Readerships: Women’s, Children’s, Humour and Leisure/Sport: 


The best-selling, and most widely cited and often requested nineteenth century journals are Boys’ Own and The Floricultural Review – both in their way epitomising the birth of modern magazine publishing in Britain. Titles here cover the political spectrum of women’s writing – from Hearth and Home to the suffragist The Vote via the Woman with its motto “forward – but not too fast”! This series also charts the rapid rise of children’s entertainment and education and the explosion in popular sports and hobbies – from gardening and horse racing to cricket, cycling and a rich spread of satirical and comic titles such as Fun, Comic Cuts, Judy and Figaro in London

2. Empire: Travel and anthropology, economics, missionary and colonial 

This section covers a dominant factor in 19th century British history – the expansion of Empire. With titles from India, Canada, South and East Africa, Australia and New Zealand alongside British titles covering aspects of the economics, business, trade of empire along with the non-mercantile side of British expansionism in the missionary movement, this section will draw on the Royal Geographical Society’s remarkable collections, along with Commonwealth National Libraries. Titles include: Capital and Labour, The Examiner, Liberty Review, The Canadian Journal, The Economist, The Scribbler, The Literary Garland, Dawn: A Journal for Australian Women, Melbourne Punch, The Friend of India, The Asiatic Review and Colonial Chronicle

3. Culture: Literature, Visual and Performing Arts: 

From the serialised novels of Charles Dickens, to political satire, theatre and concert reviews and essays by leading writers of the day, this collection will offer titles such as: Atalanta, the Cornhill Magazine, Punch, the Athenaeum, The Germ, The Quarterly Review, The Builder,  The Englishwoman’s Journal and the Edinburgh Review, The Architect, The Bohemian, Fine Arts Quarterly Review, The Strand Magazine, The Spectator, Dramatic World, Drury Lane, The British Bandsman, The Strad and the Quarterly Musical Magazine. 

4. Working Life: Agriculture, the Professions, Trade and Industry and Medicine 
One key aspect of any 19th century study is the transformation of society through innovation and industrialisation, urbanisation and the education and democratisation of British society. This section tracks these changes through journals such as: Law Times, The Teacher, The Journal of the Iron and Steel Institute, The Engineer, The Grocer, The Penny Mechanic, The Medical Examiner and the Nurses’ Journal

5. Knowledge: Academic, Field Sciences, Philanthropic, Political, Religious and Scientific journals 

This series represents revolutions in world views, social change, evolution, concern over poverty and inequality and the growth of the labour movement and the development of the modern university system. Titles include: British Astronomical Association Memoirs, Transactions of the Linnean Society, The Contemporary Review, The Poor Man’s Advocate, The Nineteenth Century, The Penny Magazine, The Catholic Magazine, The Church Journal and the Jewish Quarterly Review
